BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

ANPPCAN Zambia is a national membership Non Governmental Organisation (NGO) that focuses on creation of 

awareness and empowering community structures to build their capacity in order to provide services to children 

VISION  

‘’Every Zambian child living their fullness of life’’ 

MISSION 

Work with policy makers, local leaders, communities and children in protecting children from all forms of 

abuse, neglect and other harmful practices in Zambia. 

OBJECTIVES 

i. To collaborate with national, international and other agencies on issues of children’s rights, other 

areas of common interest with regards to the well being of children.  

ii. To engage government, local authorities and other structures on policy formulation, revision, 

implementation and monitoring. 

iii. To conduct periodical situational analyses on the nature and magnitude of the problem of child abuse 

and other forms of violence against children for evidence based advocacy, service design and 

delivery.  
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iv. To engage and provide technical support to other organizations and individuals working in the field 

of child protection, address of promotion of children’s rights and child participation to prevent and 

protect children from abuse, neglect and other forms of violence. 

v. To carry out community, national and regional advocacy on issues affecting children and develop 

preventive and remedial courses of action and monitoring systems and  

vi. To engage and do any work that promotes the rights of children not specified in the above objectives, 

but which, not withstanding, will be useful in the fulfillment of individual and collective objectives.

PROJECTS  

Child Protection  

This is done through building the capacity of children and local communities to take a more proactive role in 

promoting and protecting the rights of children from defilements, dropping out of school, early and forced 

marriages among other vices through creation of community child help desks, community child rights groups for in 

and out of school children. 

Each Community Child Rights Desks (CCHD) is manned by a qualified volunteer who receives cases of child rights 

violation for documentation and referral to the village Committees or relevant authority. The CCHD volunteers 

provide counseling and an opportunity for surveillance and monitoring of cases of violence against children in each 

community. The Community Child rights Groups (CCRGs) comprise of children in and those already dropped out of 

school. These groups are coordinated by focal point teachers while at village level the CCRGs are coordinated by 

the CCHD volunteers.  
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Self Help Group (SHG) Approach Project 

HIV/AIDS still remains the greatest threat to child survival, protection and development. The growing number of 

HIV/AIDS orphans poses a great risk to the community and the Zambian government to respond to the needs of 

these children. Poverty, rapid social change, overstretched responsibilities on women has contributed to 

degradation of family support systems. This approach builds a platform to work with the poorest of the poor 

women in order to improve their economic situation in addition to building their capacity in terms of their social 

and political interaction. This creates a strong web for them and a resource base towards which they can rely on in 

order to support and protect children. The problems arising from HIV/AIDS infection are complex and manifold 

hence a challenge to develop approaches that both respond to the problems as they express themselves locally 

and simultaneously correspond with the resources and knowledge available within the organization in order to 

make a difference in the lives of the Orphans and Vulnerable Children. Families face pressure in both economic 

and family demands leading to abuse of children and further neglect. 

The Implementation of the Self help group approach builds a platform to work with the poorest of the poor 
women in order to improve their economic situation in addition to building their capacity in terms of their social 
and political interaction. This intervention: 
 

¶ Introduces literacy programmes through action-oriented, group instructional learning, while 

women save together. 

¶ Enables women to build transparent savings and credit groups through simple, practical women's 

village banking, using their acquired literacy skills. 

¶ Encourages women to borrow from their savings to develop micro-enterprises built on women 

learning from women and facilitates village banks to charge interest on their loans and periodically 

distribute this accumulated interest as dividends to bank members 

¶ Facilitates, train and builds capacity of individual women and SHGs to develop budgets and 

business plan. 

 

ILO Supported Child Labour Projects of Time Bound Project on Child Labour  

 With the support from International labour organization (ILO), ANPPCAN Zambia is coordinating the 

implementation of “Strengthening Child Rights through Education, Art and Media (SCREAM) methodology” to 

facilitate elimination of child labour through the active participation of policy makers, communities, children, 

educators, artists and media.  

TACKLE Project 

The TACKLE- Tackling Child Labour through Education project focuses on provision of recreation and direct formal 

educational support services to children withdrawn from Child labour. 
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This is done through: 

¶ Elimination of Worst Forms of Child Labour as provided for by ILO Convention 182 on child labour through 

working with communities to develop children’s recreation centres which are used as assessment centres 

for the educational and nutritional needs of children. Women also use the centres for solidarity group 

meetings where they discuss gender, agribusiness, savings, management, local leadership, literacy skills 

and other issues of common interest. 

¶ Prevention and mitigation of the spread and impact of HIV and AIDS among young people through 

development of children’s recreational facilities in collaboration with private sector, government and 

other civil society organizations working in HIV and child labour. 

¶ Promotion of  sports and debates for in and out of school children as a means through which children can 

identify, develop, and increase interest in sports and debates as talents which can evolve and increase 

their assertiveness and self confidence in protecting themselves from any forms of abuse as well as 

improving their lobbying and advocacy capacities.  

¶ Build the capacity of teachers in selected schools in project districts as focal point persons to support 

children in scaling of the Strengthening Child Rights Education through Art and Media (SCREAM) tool 

developed by ILO to enhance child participation as a means to ending worst forms of child labour 

including protecting the spread of HIV among young people.  

 

Exchange of Personnel Project   

ANPPCAN Zambia Chapter has been participating in the Exchange of Personnel Program within ANPPCAN network 

funded by Fredskorpset (Norwegian Peace Corps) since 2004. The project is aimed at building the capacity of staff 

through sharing experiences within Africa. The overall objective of the exchange project being coordinated by
